SWACHCH BHARAT MISSION: Swachch Survekshan:

Cuttack is the first city in Odisha to face the challenge of Swachch Survekshan 2017. The

team members of Quality Council of India headed by Shri Moloy Ranjan Pati conducted the survey
for three days (4™, 5™ & 6™ January 2017). As per the norms of “Swachch Survekshan 2017” the
team physically verified sites like market area, vegetable markets, Commercial market areas, IHHL,
constructed community toilets etc. They also verified related documents in CMC Office like tender
documents on SWM; disbursal of sanitary workers to different wards, official communications and
action plans, number of Swachychagrahi identified, documents on thematic drives undertaken by
CMC as far as Swachch Bharat scheme is concerned. Another aspect of Swachch Survekshan was
Citizens’ feedback for which CMC mobilized its citizens for more participation in the drive towards
planning for a cleaner city. The team verified areas like Chowdhury Bazaar market, Jobra fish
market, Krushak Bazaar, Chattra bazaar, College Square, Ranihat market during the survey. They
also verified Ward No. 30 (Bamphi Sahi), Ward 17 (Sutahat, Pattapol) for verification of ODF
initiatives. The survey team was accompanied by concerned sanitary inspectors, Assistant
Engineers, City Health Officer and Nodal Officer (SBM). During the physical verification of
Community Toilets the team checked the maintenance of community toilets, installation of “Asli
Tarakki” hoardings, hoardings on Swachch Survekshan and installation of dust bins. After
completion of the survey the team met with the Commissioner and Mayor of CMC and departed

for the next city.

Participatory Urban Appraisal Exercise(PUA) in month of January

Main Objective of Participatory Urban Appraisal (PUA) exercise is to find out the left out
urban poor those who are excluded to get the benefit under RAY NULM thorough using PRA tools
like Social Mapping, Resource Mapping, Focus Group discussion, Transact Walk, Venn Diagram,
Timeline etc. It is achieved by dragging them to form the SHGs with the involvement of Federation
members, AWWSs workers, Community Organizers, Local Citizens, MAS members, Local NGOs,
Resource Organizations and other officials.

Keeping the objective in view, CMC started PUA exercise in each wards. As on date 5487 left out
households are identified in 180 slums.

Formation of SHG Groups

The National Urban Livelihoods Mission (NULM) shall rest on the foundation that the
mobilisation of urban poor households to form their own institutions. It forms to be an important
investment for an effective and sustainable poverty reduction programme. These institutions of the
poor would partner with local self-governments, public service providers, banks, private sector and
other mainstream institutions to facilitate delivery of social and economic services to the poor.
NULM envisages mobilisation of urban poor households into a three tiered structure with Self-Help
Groups (SHGs) at the grass-root level, Area Level Federations (ALFs) at the slum / ward level and
City-level Federations (CLFs) at the city-level
Self-Help Groups (SHGs)

SHGs are groups of 10 to 20 women who come together to improve their living conditions
by group savings and loans. These groups conduct regular meetings where the savings of the group
is collected into a corpus fund, which is used to provide short-term loans to the members. After
some time when the credit requirements of the members increase, the Self Help Group may
approach to a bank for loan.

In the month of January 74 WSHGs were formed, comprising of 740 members in different
ward of Cuttack Municipal Corporation under SM&ID Component of DAY-NULM.
